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The dissertation is devoted to the identification and critical analysis of the
theological foundations of teaching and education, which are introduced in the
system of Protestant institutions of higher theological education in Ukraine,
belonging to the Euro-Asian Accreditation Association. Peculiarities of formation
of Ukrainian Protestant theology of education are revealed, the development of
which is stimulated by practical needs of critical rethinking of theological bases of
teaching and teaching in order to overcome numerous crises of theological education
in local context and adequate response to new challenges at global and national
levels. The main formally stated principles of teaching and education in the system
of institutions of higher theological education of Ukrainian Protestants for

compliance with the biblical worldview and openness to the formation of students'



intentions for missionary work in the post-Christian world as a general context are
analyzed. It is proved that the uniform principles of education and upbringing also
extended to educational institutions of the Ukrainian evangelical diaspora. It was
found that the programs of individual theological schools of Ukrainian Protestantism
always have their own unique features, and therefore the unification of the content
and form of education, common understanding of theological foundations of
teaching and education did not cause seminaries and other evangelical institutions
of higher spiritual education to lose their own specifics. the traditions of teaching
and education formed since 1990 or the missionary goals of these institutions today.
The conclusions and theoretical positions obtained as a result of the dissertation
research contribute to a deeper understanding of the processes taking place in the
Ukrainian evangelical educational and theological environment in the late twentieth
and early twenty-first century.

The relevance of the dissertation is due to the fact that Ukrainian education
in general and evangelical theology in particular are at the stage of reform, which is
caused by socio-historical changes associated with the situation of post-Christianity
in the cultural and civilizational plane and challenges facing society, education and
the Church. It is becoming increasingly clear that theological education in recent
decades is no longer able to respond effectively to the challenges of the times and to
the needs of society and the Church today. The current stage of development of post-
Soviet Protestant theological education has become a period of bifurcations and
requires a comprehensive and detailed analysis of its theoretical and practical
foundations, especially the study of the principles and functioning of theological
education in the Euro-Asian Accreditation Association (EAAA). evangelical
theological schools, provides them with contextualized international educational
quality standards and monitors their compliance. Theologians emphasize that today,
as part of a critical analysis of the educational components of Ukrainian evangelical
schools in the EAAA, it is necessary to find out how these components correspond
to biblical values, on the one hand, and are relevant and in demand in the Church

and modern society. The EAAA's theological education must inevitably change to



train effective ministers in the post-Christian era. Theological schools, in order to
carry out God's mission on earth, must have a strong biblical and academic-
theological foundation and professionally train ministers of a new type who will not
only meet the needs of local churches of their denomination, but also become in
demand and effective in serving post-Christian society. Theological understanding
of the problems of modern theology of education in the system of the Euro-Asian
Accreditation Association will assess the development of the entire system of
Protestant theological education in Ukraine and the post-Soviet reality in general.

The purpose of the study is a critical analysis of the theological foundations
of teaching and education in modern Ukrainian educational institutions of the Euro-
Asian Accreditation Association.

The object of research is theological education in Ukrainian schools of the
Euro-Asian Accreditation Association.

The subject of the research is the theological foundations of teaching and
education in modern Ukrainian educational institutions of the Euro-Asian
Accreditation Association.

The scientific novelty of the dissertation research is that for the first time in
domestic theology a critical analysis of the theological foundations of teaching and
education in modern Ukrainian educational institutions of the Euro-Asian
Accreditation Association was conducted.

The scientific novelty of the study is specified in the following provisions,
which are submitted for defense:

For the first time:

- it was found that there is an urgent need to form a single Ukrainian
Protestant concept of theology of education, especially against the background of
the active development of modern Catholic and Protestant concepts of theology of
education in different countries. In post-Soviet Protestants, discussions about the
need for contextualized theology of education arose from reflections on the basic
principles of education and upbringing, moderated by the Euro-Asian Accreditation

Association and its research center. It is determined that the theology of education



of the EAAA has the following characteristics: disclosure of pedagogical
possibilities of Protestant theology; study of education and its problems from a
theological point of view; adherence to Protestant doctrine and values as the
foundation of teaching and education; preservation of good will and freedom of
choice of the person in mutual relations and cooperation; fostering a culture of
creating unity in relationships and interaction, developing the ability to work in a
team; the formation of a person who understands his vocation, his own place in God's
mission and takes an active position in its fulfillment; personal understanding of
oneself as a part of the church and the importance of ministry for the spread of
Christianity; formation of a holistic personality as the main task of education and
upbringing; personal spiritual growth and interaction in this process with others;
conducting research aimed at understanding the affairs of God in the world, church,
society and the individual in order to apply their results to the spread of Christianity;
striving for high quality theological education and practical value of theological
research; stimulating professional development and growth to achieve a fuller
realization of the gifts, talents and abilities of each person; study and formation of
theology that serves the development of evangelical churches. It has been proven
that these principles of teaching and education, which are formed within the theology
of education of the EAAA, are inherent in the biblical worldview, but lack the ability
to provide effective theological answers to the challenges faced by modern
ministers;

-it was found that the theological foundations of educational programs in
EAAA schools need to be reconsidered because they should train not purely
Protestant church ministers to meet the needs of the church, but ministers capable of
serving God in both church and polyreligious and secular communities and a
pluralistic society;

- it was found that the theological foundations of educational programs of
EAAA higher education institutions increasingly correspond to the principles of

post-Christian theology, based on the principles of preserving freedom, developing



compassion and creative power of the individual, absolutizing the importance of
personal relationship with God;

- it is substantiated that not only Ukrainian, but also foreign higher
educational institutions of the EAAA have identical theological foundations, and
although they are in different cultural and historical contexts, they are subject to the
same accreditation requirements;

- the educational programs of higher educational institutions of the Euro-
Asian Accreditation Association are studied and it is established that although they
reflect its theology and theology of education, but remain original in nature, as each
seminary develops in its own local context, has its own goals and means of achieving
them, contextualizing common values in special circumstances of service.

Updated:

-understanding that the state of modern evangelical theological education in
Ukraine is problematic, but it has prospects for further development, which are
primarily related to interfaith cooperation. Various theologians, researchers and
spiritual educators express a number of positions presented on interfaith theological
platforms, including theological-methodological and educational activities,
publications in journalistic and scientific publications, etc .;

-awareness of the missionary orientation of the Euro-Asian Accreditation
Association, as church communities understand themselves as participating in the
activities (missions) of God, and seminaries serve the churches. In the current post-
Christian era, due to the fact that the church has officially lost its influential status
and significance and has become not a central figure in society, but a place on the
periphery, there is a situation of its more apparent independence as a subject of
history. However, there is an opportunity for God to act through many institutions
and individuals, including those involved in education and theology. The basis of
theology of the XXI century. are the theology of freedom, compassion, creativity,
the theology of each person’s personal relationship with God, and a renewed focus
on the eschatological vision of hope to be taken into account by EAAA spiritual

schools in the training of future church and society ministers.



Further developed:

-the idea of reforming education, which requires educational innovations and
the development of new skills such as analytical thinking and innovation, active
learning, problem solving, critical thinking and analysis, creativity, originality and
initiative, leadership and social impact, technology use, resilience to stress and
flexibility, reasoning and problem solving, emotional intelligence, systems analysis
and negotiation. These skills will help graduates to be in demand in society and help
them to effectively influence society and effectively fulfill God's mission.
